The Office of Campus Safety is responsible for preparing this Annual Security and Fire Safety Report to comply 
with the Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Crime Statistics Act. This report has various 
components, disclosure of crime statistics, disclosure of fire statistics and disclosure of policy statements. This 
report is prepared in coordination with the local law enforcement agency and fire department surrounding our 
main campus by requesting and gathering statistical data in regards to criminal activity and fires. 
 
This publication also contains information about resources both on and off of our campus.  
 
The Annual Security and Fire Safety Report is updated each year and it is available on the Andrews University 
website: www.andrews.edu/safety/clery.

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Definitions of Crime Data Reported in the Crime Statistics Tables 
 
Types of Offenses - Eight UCR (Uniform Crime Report) Crime Definitions 
 

1. Criminal Homicide: 
a. Murder and non-negligent manslaughter are defined as the willful (non-negligent) killing of one human 

being by another. 
b. Negligent manslaughter is defined as the killing of another person through gross negligence.  

 
2. Sex Offenses: 

a. Rape: The penetration, no matter how slight, of the vagina or anus, with any body part or object, or oral 
penetration by a sex organ of another person, without the consent of the victim. This offense includes the 
rape of both males and females.  

b. Fondling: The touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of sexual gratification, 
without the consent of the victim, including instances where the victim is incapable of giving consent 
because of his/her age or because of his/her temporary or permanent mental incapacity.  

c. Incest: Sexual intercourse between persons who are related to each other within the degrees wherein 
marriage is prohibited by law. 

d. Statutory Rape: Sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of consent.  
 

3. Robbery: Defined as the taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person 
or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or by putting the victim in fear. 

 
4. Aggravated Assault: Defined as an unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or 

aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to
